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CAPITAL IMPROVEME
We added vet two more new bathroom units this summer, Algonquin/Wigwam and Mohawk. These self-
composting units will help us significantly reduce our daily water needs. We are in the process of achieving approval from
the state of Mass. to use our new wastewater system. To date, we have spent $140,000 in constructing new self-composting
toilets and $240,000 for design and development of a new wastewater system. We will spend a proposed additional
$170,000 to complete this project before next spring.

After all the above projects are complete, we will be able to design and renovate Parker Seeley. As listed above,
our current capital needs are at $880_000. These projects will only become complete by the support of our current and past
campers and staff.
